Old Business

Proposed Region VII Bylaws

The council reviewed the 5/29/09  proposed revisions to the by-laws. Some minor changes were suggested and approved by the council members. In section 5-5.0, “ designated” was added before the “Executive Council”. In section 8-1.2, the second sentence was struck and the new sentence added indicating that the region positions should be posted as practicable. In section 8-3.1, item E was added clarifying that the Treasurer did not have voting rights on the Council. The Council agreed to post the proposed revisions to the by-laws on the Region VII website and will be placed in front of the membership for a vote at our next meeting. 

Appointment of Secretary

There was discussion of appointing Bob Cannon from West Virginia as the Secretary for Region VII. The chairman suggested this appointment as it would allow the incoming chapter leader an opportunity to become familiar with the associations operations and should become the region practice for future chapter leaders. The Executive Council agreed with the chairman and the chairman will move forward to appoint Bob Cannon.

Region VII Training Program

The chairman indicated that we have two persons willing to conduct training for just the cost of expenses and wanted an update as to whether the education committee has developed any interest or location for this training. A council member indicated that he had discussed this opportunity with their state organization and found little interest based on the topics and their enforcement responsibilities. The chairman reiterated the opportunity that this training could be as a fund raising activity for the region and asked council members to survey their membership for interest.

Region VII- ICC Baltimore Conference

Jean Stanley updated the council on the activities of the Maryland/Region VII Baltimore Planning committee.

On Saturday, October 31, 2009, from 6:00-10:00 PM, there will be a Maryland/Region VII event held at Camden Yard baseball park. The location overlooks the baseball fields, food will be provided, and tours of the park will be available. There has been some discussion of providing a bag similar to those used at grocery stores demonstrating the green philosophy or some other item with Maryland/Region VII logos to all attendees. This idea will be part of the budget discussions.

On Monday, November 2, 2009, from 7:00-10:00 PM, there will be another Maryland/Region VII event held at the Legends Sport museum. This event will be catered, possibly have tours and a live band. Additionally, they are seeking to have players there to sign autographs. This event may have a theme where everybody wears his or her favorite sport jersey. PACO has pledged $1000 and DE and BOAJ has indicated they will also be contributing to the Region VII fund. For those entities outside the Region that want to contribute monies they should send it to George Martin of Maryland. There will be a conference call with Jo Ann Jamison of ICC in the coming week and this issue will be brought up as part of the discussion.

Region VII Shirts

There was a lengthy discussion on the having shirts with the Region VII logo available for sale at the conference and whether they should be made prior to the conference or available by order. The Council voted unanimously to allocate $1500 for the purchase of shirts and that Kris Bridges would send out some shirt samples to members for input. He will investigate the costs for various types of shirts, pullovers etc.

Region/Chapter of the Year

Chairman Tomberlin indicated his desire that the Region should apply for ICC Chapter/Region of the year.  After discussion, each state will send information, activities, and etc. based on the criteria set forth in the application to Kris Bridges for inclusion in the document. Kris will forward a copy of the application or provide a link to the application to Chairman Tomberlin for distribution to the states within the Region. New Business

ICC By-law Proposal from New York

There was discussion of the merits of the proposals. Some members felt that the proposals went against the work of the Governance committee on which we had a representative and others felt that it might be a good idea to test the member’s feelings on the newly enacted by-laws. The Council decided to take no position on the proposals at this time until they are formally submitted to ICC. However there was a consensus of the Council that they were in favor of the pool voting for all the at-large candidates and that Chairman Tomberlin could pass along this message to the New York representative. The formally submitted proposed by-law changes will be discussed at our next Region VII meeting.

Resolution Concerning Upcoming ICC Conference

The Council voted unanimously to support the resolution from to the ICC requesting that the 2013 ICC Annual Conference be held in Atlantic City, New Jersey. 

Discussion of ICC BOD Candidates

The Council will discuss the potential support of ICC Board of Director candidates and ICC Secretary/treasurer at our next meeting. The candidates that we have received letters fro to this point are: Rick Helsinger (Ohio), Tina Rakes (Kansas), Ron Piester (New York), Bill Dupler (Virginia) and Guy Tomberlin (Virginia). Dwayne Gariss (Georgia) has also indicated that he is running but has not sent us a letter. All of the Region VII states have indicated that they will have made their decisions for support by our next meeting.

National Building Officials Association

Chairman Tomberlin discussed thee formation of a new Association and indicated if members are interested they could seek further information at their website.

ICC Update

Bill Dupler gave the Council an update on the activities of ICC. Some of the topics covered were the financial condition of the ICC, proposed by-laws, and his appointment as chairman of a committee to study potential ratification processes including code changes. 

Next Meeting

The tentative date set for the Regions next meeting is October 1-2, 2009 in Hagerstown, Maryland. The first day will be devoted to code change review for support/opposition positions and will start at 1:00 PM. The second day will be devoted to the business meeting for the Region. Dan Divito will investigate potential locations for the meeting and lodging.
